On Saturday July 26, 2008 in a brief ceremony, barbeque 
and speech by Mike Palumbo our flying field was dedicated 
to Harry Botkowsky. Although we all know who Harry 
Botkowsky is, the following information you may find very 
interesting.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Harry was born on February 24, 1919. His parents were 
immigrants from Bela(rus)-Russia. They settled in New York 
on the lower East Side of Manhattan where Harry’s father 
worked as a needle worker in the Garment District. The 
Depression in the late 1920s spared no one and life was very 
hectic. Working after school was the only source of income 
for the Botkowsky family. As the years rolled by Harry was 
employed in the Wholesale Laundry business and eventually 
became a proprietor located in the Theatrical District. At the 
age of 20 Harry met his wife Silvia on a blind date and six 
months later he married her. But then, Harry was drafted into 
the Army. After a basic training, Harry was shipped overseas. 
He was assigned to the 88th Infantry Division-Italian 
Campaign in Italy. His outfit fought in the European African 
Middle East Campaign, in the North Apennines Mountains, 
Road to Rome, and the Po Valley. Harry is the recipient of 
the European African Eastern Service Medal with two (2) 
Bronze Stars and also received the World War ll Victory

As one of the original members of PARCS Harry was very 
much involved in establishing the club and helped with the 
writing of the club’s constitution, rules and regulations. In the 
1980s, he held the office of club president for 3 years. Harry 
mentioned that in the early days of the club the trunk of his 
car was used as impound. Throughout the years he has 
helped many as a flying instructor, served as officer, news 
letter editor, chief cook and bottle washer.
